Its mission is to act as an advocate for the arts in Tompkins County, to serve the public by strengthening services and resources for artists and the arts, and to encourage collaboration among arts, governmental, education, business, and other community organizations. AN OPPORTUNITY TO EXHIBIT 
· Tompkins County resident artists can submit a proposal to show or curate an exhibit of fine art in the CAP ArtSpace, on the first floor of Center Ithaca. There are 11 monthly exhibition slots available per year.
· Exhibits can be solo, joint or a group exhibition.  The artist(s) will be responsible for organizing the logistics of the exhibit, delivering, hanging and taking down the work, all needed supplies, publicizing the event, and hosting a reception. Gallery Night, where all downtown galleries open simultaneously, is held on the first Friday of each month. The ArtSpace will be open during Gallery Night, but having food and drink is the choice of the artist. 

· CAP requires that artists who are invited to have a show at the ArtSpace (including all artists in a group show) become current members of CAP ($25).  CAP will not take any service fee or commission for sales of art.  All sales are arranged between the artist and the interested parties.  
· Artists who have exhibited in the ArtSpace will not be considered until three years have passed, i.e. if an artist has a show in May of 2010, the first month they will become eligible to show again is May of 2013.

ABOUT THE SPACE

· The CAP ArtSpace is located in Center Ithaca at 171 The Commons.  It is accessible directly from the Commons, and is part of Ticket Center Ithaca and the Downtown Visitor Center and shares a wall of brochure racks with the Visitor Center.  The ArtSpace is also accessible from the interior Center Ithaca atrium.   Rather than being named a gallery, the name ArtSpace more appropriately reflects the divergent uses of the space. Artists and curators must respond appropriately to the public nature of the space and be conscious that not all images proposed may be deemed appropriate.    

· The ArtSpace has two long walls, one 25 feet long and the other 10.5 feet long.  There is a hanging system with cables that will support 40 pounds each, and movable hooks.  The cable track is 9 feet high.  All work must be of a type and weight that can be hung from these cables. There is also a corner, with two walls both about 5’ long.  

· CAP does not have pedestals.  

· We have a display case.  It is 5 feet long and about 4 feet high.  The interior display portion is 17” deep and 17” high.  The display case cannot be moved to a different location for your show.   Please use it.  Visual artists sometimes put sketches, sketch books or sometimes, just an artistic arrangement of painting tools.  

· The ArtSpace is not monitored. Therefore, standing pieces that cannot be handled or that pose a threat to small children can’t be considered.  Work in the gallery is not insured. 
· The ArtSpace is adjacent to offices, so an exhibit that makes noise is not allowed.  For the same reason, we request that only 1 or 2 people hang the exhibit, so as to limit noise during office operations.  

PROPOSAL REVIEW AND CRITERIA 
A panel that includes area professional curators/artists will review the proposals twice a year. 
The intention of the ArtSpace is to give Tompkins county fine artists the opportunity to exhibit.  Decisions are based on the criteria listed below.  

The panel will base their decisions on the following:
Artist(s) must be Tompkins County residents through the end of 2014. 
The quality of the proposed exhibit based on the work sample and description.
Work should be recent (within the last four years.) 

The appropriateness of the work for the ArtSpace.
The feasibility of the description of how the work will appear in the ArtSpace.
How recently the artist has had a show in the ArtSpace. 
Preference is given to: 

Artists with an active artistic career. 

Artists who have not had the opportunity for a recent gallery show nearby.  
Artist who are not already hanging downtown during Gallery Night.
The panel will also strive to:
present variety from month to month.  In other words, if CAP receives 4 applications from artists working in the same medium, they will not all be invited for the slate of months available.    
AGREEMENT

Once the proposal is accepted and a time slot agreed upon, the curator and/or artist(s) involved must sign a “CAP ArtSpace Agreement” which outlines exhibition conditions.  The artist will also receive “CAP ArtSpace Instructions” which goes into more detail about the logistics of hanging and publicizing the show.  Please note that the ArtSpace Agreement acknowledges that artists understand that CAP accepts no liability for loss or damage of art work due to theft, vandalism, fire, water, or other calamity while the work is on exhibit. Artists are encouraged to insure their own work.  
ALL ARTISTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR: 

· Reading and understanding all the material in the prospectus and CAP ArtSpace Instructions and signing the CAP ArtSpace Agreement.

· all advertising, mailings, invitations, paper, printing, mailing costs. (CAP can provide instructions).  
· Installation of show on the agreed date. For group shows, one person must be designated to be responsible for hanging and taking down the show, removing all art work and all other related tasks.  
· For group shows, it is required that only two people maximum hang the show.  
· Leaving materials for the public, i.e. price lists, guest book.

· Printing and mounting labels next to each piece with non-stick poster putty.

· Hosting an opening if the artist wishes to have one, to include purchase of refreshments & set up, clean up.

· Removal of exhibit on the agreed upon date and leaving exhibit walls in the condition in which found. 

ARTISTS TALK 

The third Tuesday of every month, from 6:30 to about 7:00 or 7:15 pm, CAP presents an “Artist Talk” where the public is invited to hear an artist talk about their work.  The exhibiting artist is invited to speak.  CAP may or may not have two artists speaking on the same night (in which case each artist will have no more than 25 minutes.) We have wireless internet and a projector.  Robin at CAP will be in touch to plan this if you indicate interest in your application. 

FOR SOLO SHOWS: On no more than 2 pages, please provide the following info in the following order.  This can all be submitted via e-mail (including images) to Robin at programs@artspartner.org

1. CONTACT INFO: Your name, address, phone(s), e-mail and website.  
2. TITLE:  Proposed title for your exhibit.  
3. DESCRIBE: Briefly describe your proposed exhibit in 100 words or less.   Describe how many pieces will be in the show and how the work will be presented (i.e. framing, placement, unity of presentation...)  Describe if you will use the glass case in the ArtSpace and what you would put in it.   
4. MONTHS:  Please see the months above that correspond to your deadline date. List the months that you CAN exhibit in that time period and list the months you can not exhibit in that time period.   
5. ARTISTS TALK:  Indicate whether you would like to speak about your work at this event. 
6. SIGNATURE: Include this language, signature, date (write name if e-mailing), “I have read, understand and agree to all the conditions and information detailed on both sides of the CAP ArtSpace Application.” 

7. RESUME and COMMITMENTS:  Attach artists’ resume.  If you don’t have an artists’ resume, attach information about your artistic career in a paragraph or two.  If you are submitting a paragraph, list where you have shown locally in the past 3 years and commitments to show locally in the next few years.  

8. IMAGES: Submit CD or e-mail programs@artspartner.org at least 8 images (and no more than 10) of the work you wish to exhibit or similar.  Please label the images as follows:  Last Name, followed by a number that corresponds with  your image list, one or more words from the title.  Example: Smith1Tourist; Smith2UpinArms; Smith3Details.  The images will be projected on a screen during selection and if chosen, placed on the CAP website, so send images that are at least 800 pixels on the longer side of the image. 
9. IMAGE LIST: Submit an image list with number that corresponds to the images with title, date of work, medium, dimensions, corresponding to the images.

FOR GROUP SHOWS:  There should be just ONE person in charge of a group show. 

1. CONTACT INFO: List the name of the contact and the names of all of the artists that will be part of the show, their street address, their e-mail and medium.  

2. TITLE:  Proposed title for your exhibit.  

3. DESCRIBE: Briefly describe your proposed exhibit in 100 words or less.   Describe how many pieces you plan to show (one piece per artist?) and how they will be presented (i.e. framing, placement, unity of presentation...)    Describe if you will use the glass case in the ArtSpace and what you would put in it.   
4. MONTHS:  See above. 

5. ARTISTS TALK: See above
6. SIGNATURE: See above. This can be signed by just the one person in charge. However, if the show is accepted, each participating artist must sign a contract.   
7. RESUME and COMMITMENTS:  Attach an artistic resume for each participating artist.  If an artist does not have a resume, attach info about their artistic career in a paragraph or two.  If you are submitting a paragraph, list where there have shown locally in the past 3 years and commitments to show locally in the next few years.  
8. IMAGES: Submit one CD (or e-mail to programs@artspartner.org) of images. For a two or three person show, submit 3 or 4 images from each artist.  For larger group shows, at least one image for each participating artist must be submitted.  For images about labeling images, put “Last Name”, followed by a number that corresponds with your image list, one or more words from the title.  Example: Smith1Tourist; Smith2UpinArms; Smith3Details.  The images will be projected on a screen during selection and if chosen, placed on the CAP website, so send images that are at least 800 pixels on the longer side of the image. 

9. IMAGE LIST: Submit an image list with number that corresponds to the images with title, date of work, medium, dimensions, corresponding to the images.
